color and resin for hardness, they created 

a painting medium with an unmatched 

depth and luminosity.  Before long en-

caustic art could be found everywhere, 

from painted ships to depictions of every 

day life on urns, even applied to station-

ary to render a lifelike glow. 

A thousand years after the Greeks discov-

ered it, painters in Egypt resurrected the 

medium, crafting exquisite portraits to 

decorate the mummies of their patrons. 

The modern resurgence of encaustic be-

gan in the early 20th century.  Mexican 

muralists Diego Rivera began painting 

with the medium in the 1920ôs and in the 

1950ôs, artist Jasper Johns further popu-

larized its use. 

The popularity of encaustic painting is 

showing no signs of slowing, and in fact 

is only gaining momentum in the 21st 

century.  Itôs no wonder we keep revisit-

ing this 

ancient art 

form ï few 

others can 

match its 

versatility, 

both in the 

technique 

and result. 

Encaustic painting, involves using 

heated beeswax to which colored pig-

ments are added. The liquid/paste is then 

applied to a surface ð usually prepared 

wood, though canvas and other materials 

are often used. 

The simplest encaustic mixture can be 

made from adding pigments to beeswax, 

damar resin (from the Asia Pine tree), 

linseed oil, or other ingredients. The 

beeswax melts at 150F and the resin 

melts at 225F. 

Three thousand years ago, a few enter-

prising Greek shipbuilders discovered a 

new use for the beeswax they used to 

caulk hulls.  By adding pigments for

chance to add something to our "co-op".  We are asking members to contribute to the pantry.  Our "Wish list" includes:   

Cocktail napkins, 4-5" paper plates, Paper towels, Kleenex, Toilet paper, Dish soap, 5 oz. plastic cups for wine, Styrofoam hot 
drink cups,  Wine (mostly white), Cranberry juice, 7Up or ginger ale.  If you notice anything else we need please feel free to 
contribute the item. 
 
For our receptions we ask that everyone contribute a food or beverage item on occasion.  We put out a food signup sheet be-
fore each event and we don't need everyone to contribute food or beverage every time.  Keep an eye on the sign up sheet to 
see what the need is.  The guest artist usually sends out invitations and provides the bulk of the food and drink for their 
guests.  The rest of us supplement.  Hank and Mary Anne as the Hosting Committee assist in arranging and set up.  We will 
talk to you before your opening to see what you need.
