Work submitted 
does not have to be 
new work, only new to 
the gallery 
work.  Please bring 
three or four pieces for 
intake.  Two will be 
hung, the others will be 
in the back room which 
allows us to rehang 
immediately when a 
piece is sold.  When 
customers show an 
interest in a certain art-
ist, check that artist’s 
inventory sheet to see if 
there are additional 
works which can be 
brought out for view-
ing.  The look which 
makes our gallery ap-
pealing is that we 
choose to hang less. 
More art work is always 
available in the back 
room.  Additional racks 
for that room are being 
built allowing us to bet-
ter organize that space.

It is 
located at the end of 
the sales counter. This 
will also accommodate 
Gallery Night bro-
chures, Racine Arts 
Council newsletters, 
Ladies Night Out cards 
and cards for members 
who are having shows 
at other galleries for the 
current month.  In order 
to keep the front area 
looking organized, 
other cards, flyers, in-
formational pieces 
about our artists are 
located in the back 
room by the wrapping 
area. This gives us 
ready access when 
wrapping pur-
chases.
