The 

floor is a very nice floating 

laminate floor that looks 

like wood.  There are win-

dows in the front wall 

(west wall) and in the north 

wall.  The space is in very 

good condition and, except 

for installing track lighting 

and a hanging system, there 

is practically no other work 

needed. 

The current plan is to have 

everyone pick up their art-

work and any other stuff 

you may have at the current 

location on Sunday Decem-

ber 28 from 4 to 8 PM.  

Once the new space is 

ready some time in Janu-

ary, all of you will be asked 

to bring in your new work 

for display.  Gallery 

changeover is typically at 

the end of January so the 

timing works well. 

For those of you who are 

wondering what happened 

to 300 Main, the owners 

would not agree to a one-

year lease.  The lease pre-

sented to us had several 

items we didnôt want and 

the lease was non-

negotiable. 

The new space is in a 

prime location on Main 

Street and was offered to us 

at a very reasonable rate.  

As mentioned in the last 

membersô meeting, dues 

will be $350/year for 2009.  

We are less than a month 

away from the New Year 

so start thinking about pay-

ing your dues for next year. 

This is an exciting new 

chapter for the gallery.  

After many years, we are 

finally moving onto Main 

Street.  Weôll be in the 

same block as RAM, Mon-

fortôs, Java Vino, Avenue 

Gallery and Frame and 

very near to Saluté.
